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MAHMUT ESAT OZAN '40' 
 
             Anyone, who attended 
Galatasaray during the years of 1933 
to l943 would remember Mahmut 
Abi  as a little boy who loved 
movies, especially American movies, 
and who would very often sneak out 
of his dormitory at night and go to 
the 3rd floor balcony of the school 
conference room  where the older 
boys would be watching films, 
hoping they would let him in to 
watch, too, and they usually did. 
             As time went on, he acquired 
as much information about America 
as he could. When he was in the 6th 
grade he  prepared an American-style 
weekly magazine by hand, with even  
a cartoon and a crossword puzzle, 
and loaned it to be read among his 
classmates. He became an expert on 
American popular culture, especially 
on movies and songs. He became 
fluent in French and excelled in 
English. Owing to  his association 
with the Jewish students in school he 
started to learn also another language,
(Ladino) Spanish, and later on 
Portuguese. With a good mustache 
and correct hair cut, he earned the 
nickname of Donamec for the 
Hollywood actor Don Ameche,  
whom, everyone said, he  resembled 
a lot at that time. 
             After graduation, he spent 
three years as Muallim Muavini, a 
sort of a Teacher's Aide  at the 
school, then started writing  articles 
for "PERDE ve SAHNE" published 
by Bedia Muvahhit, the favorite 
actress of the Turkish theatre in those 

days. He also worked 5 days a week 
for the Motion Picture Censor Board 
as a simultaneous translator/
interpreter for English and French 
movies. Turkey was neutral during 
those Second World War days, but 
there had to be censorship, not to 
offend any of the countries involved.  
And while it was war time, there was 
also martial law. After completing his 
military school training in Ankara, 
Mahmut Abi was assigned to work at 
the office of the General in charge of  
the State government under martial 
law, as an interpreter/translator. He 
continued his services at the Censor 
Board, but wearing his 2nd 
Lieutenant's uniform  to work.  His 
abilities in the area of foreign 
languages would  be a great help for 
him throughout his life. While 
attending the University of Istanbul 
in preparation for the banking career 
his mother wished for him, his heart 
and head were much more interested 
in cinema magazines than banking. 
He began writing regular articles for 
several dailies and movie magazines. 
Yildiz was one of them. Several 
years later while in Hollywood  he 
conducted  and sent  close to 50 
interviews with big time stars and 
celebrities. But long before that, in 
1943 he even published his own 
publication called SøNEMAGAZøN, 
an enterprise which gave him, if not 
monetary success, a great deal of 
experience in journalism.  He had 
one burning desire, and that was to 

get to the United States to study.  He 
researched every bit of information 
available on American colleges and 
universities entrance requirements, 

tuitions,  and cost of living, and 
wrote his book, AMERøKA'YA 
DOöRU, a guide for students 
wishing to study in America.  
Finally, in 1946, he received 
acceptance to the School of 
Journalism of the University of 
Indiana in Bloomington. This should 
have afforded him a happy student 
life, but, unfortunately, the money he 
had entrusted with  a businessman  
relative was placed in a stocks 
venture and was lost.  Mahmut Abi, 
in Indiana  was forced to return 
home. What saved him was the fact 
that he was the only Turkish student  
his professors and  the members of 
women's clubs had ever met, and by 
appearing before these groups, 
lecturing to his audiences with color 
slide shows and explaining to them  
life in Turkey, he won several friends 
and a full scholarship to finish his 
degree in journalism.

             For a brief moment, during 
the summer before his senior year, 
the Hollywood bug bit him again, 
and he drove to California, landed a 
job as assistant manager of the 
Grauman's Chinese Theater, where 
he helped with  the movie premieres 
and helped stars with their shoes and 
hands imprints cast in wet cement.  
He  applied to Ben Bard's school of 
acting not to become a movie actor, 
but to learn the art of making movies. 
His biggest fantasy was to make an

3- To be eligible for application to 
GSUSA scholarship a student 
must be an alumnus or a current 
student of the Lyceum of 
Galatasaray, admitted to a college 
or university in the USA or 
Canada. 
4- Selection guidelines: 
A. Students will be selected for 
GSUSA scholarship by the 
majority vote of the scholarship 
committee. The Committee shall 
be composed of: 
1. President of GSUSA,  
2. The chairman of GSUSA 
scholarship committee,  
3.GSUSA treasurer,  
4.A Board member of GSUSA, 
5.A member of GSUSA, holding 
an active teaching position in a 
university, 
6. One of GSUSA Turkey 
Representative.  
The sixth member will participate 
in this process only for the 
s e l e c t i o n  o f  f i r s t  ye a r 
undergraduate students coming 
from Galatasaray Lyceum. 
B. The following criteria will be 
applied for judging the candidates 
(priority will be given to first year 
undergraduate students, but the 
competition will be open to 
continuing students as well as the 
graduate students):  
1.A candidate must prove to the 
election committee in writing that 
he / she is in need of financial 
assistance beyond his / her 
families financial means. A copy 
of either “I-20 form”, or 
“international student financial aid 
application form”, or international 
financial statement form”, or 
similar forms must be submitted 
to demonstrate the need for 
financial aid. 
2. Applications must be submitted 
by June 1st for the academic year 
starting in fall.  
3. All other criteria being equal,

program and, many questions were 
asked about its effectiveness.  Not 
having any alternatives, it was 
continued.  The funds that we send to 
school have been used to pay the 
tuitions of the students, about 10-14 
per year, who are behind their 
payments.  When we question the 
validity of this procedure, we were 
told that some of the worst students 
receiving these funds have become 
better students.  Looking back, it is 
obvious that we were achieving a very 
small degree of success in helping to 
create thoroughly successful students. 
The end result is that we never see or 
hear from these students again, they 
hardly register in their minds that 
GSUSA was providing the funds and 
we can’t follow up on their progress. 
We wanted to address this issue 
carefully and the panel made 
extensive studies on the subject and 
came up with well-defined and 
transparent guidelines that never 
existed before.  
             Time passes and conditions 
are changing. More and more students 
are trying to come to the US every 
year.  Now, there are more students 
from GS who are qualified to study in 
US than any other time in the school's 
history.  The emphasis given to 
English, the establishment of the 
English Club in GS, the yearly 
participation of GS students to the 
International HNMUN Conference in 
Boston and the electronics technology 
boom in US are all part of the changes 
that increase the desire to continue 
their higher education in the US. 
             Many academically gifted 
students do not have the financial 
means to study in the US, and 
scholarships for foreign students are 
difficult to get.  Therefore many of 
our students get accepted to Ivy 
League schools, obtain some amount 
of scholarship but cannot come 
because they have no other financial 
aid to support themselves during their 
studies.  
             It is my opinion and that of 

the Panel that we should orient our 
scholarship help to the students that 
are recognized for their outstanding 
academic achievements but do not 
have the means to support themselves 
during their studies in US.  If we can 
achieve this, we will be able to 
provide the opportunity to a worthy 
student to become a leader of 
tomorrow and thereby GSUSA will 
gain support for life from these 
students. 
              The panel's efforts resulted in 
“GSUSA Scholarship Program 
Guidelines” which was approved by 
the Board of Directors. 

Some of you have already 
contributed for the scholarship 
program in its old form. Unless you 
inform us specifically, those funds 
already received will be used for the 
new scholarship program. 

The old program is not 
discarded yet.  Those of you who 
already paid and do not wish to 
participate in the new program, if you 
let us know of your preference, we 
can still send your donations to the old 
program. 

At this time we are going to 
try to implement this program and 
help the students who may be able to 
come this fall.  This is the right time 
for you to be the most considerate and 
generous.  Please make your 
donations to this worthy cause as soon 
as possible and as mush as possible.  
All your contributions are fully 
deductible in the US.

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reading materials.  Mahmut Esat 
Ozan retired as Professor Emeritus 
after 38 years of teaching.   
Although his dreams of producing a 
film on Ataturk, and the Conquest 
of  Constant inople did not 
materialize, he made a good number 
of documentaries on a more 
personal scale.  As for his 
journalistic drive, he found another 
theme that needed his attention and 
devotion.  That theme is teaching 
the truth about his "Turkiye," past 
and present to as many readers of 
the Turkish Times (an English 
language newspaper), as he can 
reach.  He has been a columnist at 
the Times for the last 10 years.  He 
hopes his influence will also extend 
to local newspapers and to the 
Internet.

tours of agricultural and energy 
producing projects.  It was during 
one of those sessions when a Labor 
Law expert from the U.S. 
Department  of  Labor in 
Washington, DC sought his help in 
trying to find a name for the Turkish 
labor unions. The meeting was in its 
6th hour. Nobody knew what to 
name  a hitherto non-existent  labor 
organization.  Howard Schindler, 
the American labor relations expert, 
was getting a bit edgy.  His Turkish 
counterparts  wanted to use the term 
"Lonca", which he scorned, because 
its translation meant Guild and/or 
Corporation but not Labor. Finally, 
Mahmut Abi suggested the French 
name "Syndicat."  Within a few 
minutes the word Sendika  was 
accepted and everyone went home 
satisfied with a new name in the 
Turkish alphabet. 
             After the birth of their first 
child, Mahmut Abi changed course. 
Once more in the USA, and in 
Indiana, he returned to the 
University and completed his course 
work to teach Foreign Languages 
and Journalism.  He began his 
career, teaching  French, Spanish, 
Portuguese, Journalism, and Film 
making.  He also trained scores of 
future Foreign Language teachers.  
He also initiated the very first Study 
Tours abroad in Florida Universities 
in the early 60's.  He was among the 
few Floridians who founded  FTAA, 
F l o r i d a  T u r k i s h -A me r i c a n 
Association for Cultural Exchange, 
He served as its second President 
for  5 years. Mahmut Abi is the 
author of a several pages  long epic 
poem  in French entitled: "Une page 
d'Histoire a Galatasaray" which will 
be published soon  in  France.  His 
second epic poem called : "Si Pierre 
Loti Retournait Chez Sa Bien-
Aimee, La Turquie was already put 
in a book form two years ago, in 
Nancy, France by the  OLUùUM/
GENESE literary magazine. The 
book also contains other interesting

epic saga on the Conquest of 
"Constantinople" and the Turkish 
Sultan Mehmet II.  This moment in 
paradise, however, came to an end 
when the Immigration Department 
caught up with him. He was told he 
was illegally working on a student 
visa, and  had to return to his 
university in Indiana to finish his 
studies.  It was Kismet that by going 
back to Indiana that fall he was 
going to meet and marry his Ruhan. 
That was  48 years ago this past 
February. 
             Mahmut Abi and Ruhan 
returned  to Turkey in 1953. Being 
the very first Turk having received a 
degree in Journalism, he was 
offered a position to help establish 
the Istanbul University's Institute of  
Journalism. He was to set up 
operation, prepare curricula for the 
school and teach a couple of classes 
too, all for a grand total of  T.L. 150 
a month. The highest salary for a 
governmental  minister in the capital 
was T.L.450, and the President of 
the University of Istanbul was paid  
T.L. 350 at the time. However, at 
the end he was told he could not get 
the job because the position he was 
offered was a government job and 
his wife was not a Turkish citizen. 
Knowing that today even the 
military officers have non-Turkish 
spouses, Mahmut Abi just smiles 
and does not even complain any 
more.  The next stop was Ankara.  
That job refusal in Istanbul  landed 
him a much better and lucrative 
position at the U.S. Mutual Security 
Administration in the capital.  He 
was hired on the spot as a Special 
Administrative Coordinator and 
Senior Interpreter. The MSA 
organization then was the precursor 
of the present  A.I.D. He, as a  
specialist, was entrusted in  
preparing a wide variety of 
instructional pamphlets, dubbing 
instructional films and  guiding 
American dignitaries on inspection

SAYHAN BøLBA ùAR GS-1950 
 
I met Sayhan Bilbaúar, for the first 
time, not in Galatasaray but, of all 
places, in Florida.. The year was 
1962. My family and I had just 
moved down from the university 
town in Oxford, Ohio, to Miami, 
and started teaching college courses 
there. Shortly after this, one of my 
students in a French class, told me 
that his father who owned a printing 
press in the city of Homestead, a 
suburb of Miami, had recently hired 
a new plant "foreman" who was also 
going to manage the newspaper 
which was being printed in the 
plant. He knew I was from Turkey, 
and added casually, "By the way 
Professor Ozan, I believe he's from 
your country". Needless to say, my 
wife and I, and another Turkish cou-
ple where the husband, Mehmet 
ølter, was a 1945 GS graduate, made 
arrangements one afternoon for all 
of us to go and see them where they 
lived and met, for the first time, 
Sayhan, his wife Süheyla, and their 
cat, they affectionately called Tekir. 
 
At that first meeting I discovered 
that he had entered Galatasaray in 
1942, during the last year of my 
working there as a class monitor, 
(Muallim Muavini) However, we 
never had a chance to meet each 
other. in school. Following several 
years of employment in various 
printing houses in Istanbul, Sayhan 
and his wife wanted to try their luck 

in the United States. That Was in 
1959; His talent and expertise were 
in demand. He easily found a steady 
job in Levittown, Pennsylvania, 
where they stayed until 1962. Then 
Sayhan was sent to Homestead, FL 
to manage another printing house 
his boss owned and operated. 
 
Sayhan and Süheyla stayed there for 
over five years. Sayhan was loved 
and respected by everyone who had 
met him and had become his friend. 
He was a perfect gentleman, soft 
spoken, kind and respectful of oth-
ers' rights and thoughts. Our fam-
ily's association with the Bilbaúars 
continued until 1966,when they de-
cided to go back to østanbul.  We 
learned soon afterwards, that the 
APA Printing Corporation of Istan-
bul employed him in a high posi-
tion. There, as one of their top offi-
cers, Sayhan and APA produced 
some of the best examples of excel-
lent publication. While at APA his 
burning desire to finish writing and 
publishing his book on the history 
of the war of the Dardanelles was 
finally coming to a realization. And 
in 1972 his book entitled :
ÇANAKKALE, 1915, was pre-
sented to its Turkish readers. It was 
a successful venture. I shall always 
treasure my signed copy of it. Say-
han's version of that tragic but at the 
same time victorious event concern-
ing the Turkish nation, is by far the 
best rendition of that war, parallel-
ing the famous British author Alan 
Morehead's work "GALLIPOLI," 
Harper Brothers, New York, 1956. 
 
An avid supporter of Galatasaray, in 
every way, a knowledgeable person 
in many fields, a first class gentle-
man that he was, Sayhan was born 
in SarÕyer in 1930. During his eight 
long years he spent in our school, 
and afterwards in life, he made and 
kept countless friends. I for one, 
will cherish his dear memory for 
always. Sayhan is survived by his 

wife Süheyla.  The couple had no 
children. Their beloved "Tekir" had 
left this earth, quite a few years ear-
lier than did his master, who passed 
away on September 10,1999 in his 
home, in Etiler, østanbul, Turkey.
