             A l m o s t 
two years ago, 
when the first 
G S U S A 
Newsletter was 
published, I wrote 
an article entitled 
“An invitation”, in 

which I tried to emphasize the 
importance of communication among 
our members and among all GS 
associations.

Our mutual 
efforts here at home and in Turkey, 
seem to have succeeded in motivating 
all parties, and what was once hardly 
talked about became one of the 
primary issues in the agendas of the 
recent meetings.  

The wheel is already turning.  
We have started to receive 
communiqués from Paris and øzmir. 
Now the Galatasaray Educational 
Trust (VakÕf) is establishing a Central 
Web page for all the associations, and 
recently has published in the Internet 
an experimental Newsletter for the 
GS community.  

We are cooperating with their 
efforts and provide detailed 
constructive input to help them 
establish this very important 
information platform accurately, and 
effectively.  

Our mutual goal is to provide a 
central Web page with directory 
information (e-mail addresses etc.) 
for the entire GS community.  In this 
Web page a comprehensive 
Newsletter will also be published.  
For those who do not have Internet 
access the information will be made 
available by mail.

In keeping with the setting, the view 
of wind-surfers  and hang-gliders 
against a deep blue sky, the meeting  
harmonized with this tranquil 
atmosphere.  The food was excellent, 
the friendship, unequalled.  Our 
hostess Nerime  Demren, class of 
1981, and her husband, Alp Demren, 
planned a perfect  Pilav.  Both did a 
great job of planning, and President 
Turgut Karabekir, in recognition of 
Al p's invaluable help in co-
organizing the Pilav honored him 
with a GS lapel pin.  
             This was the third time that 
the graduates of Galatasaray met on 
the sunny shores of south Florida.  
They had assembled in Miami in 
1988 and in 1995 in Clearwater, 
when our founder, the late AtÕf Aktar 
was the President of GSUSA.  This 
writer was the organizer of the 3 day 
long 1988 gathering, and was then 
the Vice President for the Southern 
region.  
             Among the many memorable 
moments during this year’s Pilav was 
President Turgut Karabekir’s serious 
and emotional speech addressing the 
urgency of acquiring Lap Top 
Computers for the elementary school 
in Istanbul.  His plea could be 
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At the same Internet location, 
each organization will be able to 
publish their own Newsletter or 
bulletins in a section reserved for 
them.  All organizations will be 
sharing and benefiting from this 
central database.  They will be 
sharing the news from various 
localities and publish to their 
members the parts that are relevant to 
them.   

We should again remember that; 
* Communication between 

members increases the awareness.  
* Knowledge contributes to 

participation.  
*  Involvements produce 

constructive results.  
Therefore communication is the 

first and the fundamental step in 
being able to help our school and its 
students.  And for this goal I am 
happy to say that we are now in the 
right direction. 

On our part we have benefited 
from this principle tremendously.  
We have increased our membership 
from 110 members at the end of 1997 
to 207 today.  The number of our 
members interested with the affairs of 
the Association quadrupled. The 
number of donors, if not the amounts, 
are also increasing every day.  We, as 
GSUSA, are looking towards the 
future with great expectations. 

We are now very happy to 
observe that the awareness in the 
entire family of GS Associations is 
on the move.  We are hoping that 
each association will experience the 
same results as we did. And we are 
optimistic that this awareness will 
result in the increase of badly needed 
help for our institution. 

Our next goal will be to make 
each association to go beyond 
socializing, and work as hard as we 
do towards providing much needed 
funds for our school and its students. 

The number of students that are 
coming to US to complete their 

higher education is on the rise. The 
president of the VakÕf, Mr. ønan KÕraç 
has already raised this issue with me 
and suggested that we must get 
organized to help these students.  

As you know a year ago we 
have started an informational section 
on our Web page for the students.  
Now that VakÕf is willing to get 
involved, we hope that more attention 
will be given to this issue and we will 
become more useful.  

For this purpose, I just started 
sending a survey to the present 
students in US, to find out about their 
needs, their challenges, and their 
wishes.  I hope to receive prompt and 
detailed input from them so that we 
can determine how best to support 
their needs.  

We are also looking for ways to 
find institutions who will sponsor 
scholarships for GS students in this 
country. It may not be easy but we 
will give it our best shot.  If anyone 
has any suggestions in this regard, 
please let us know. 

We are  cont inu ing our 
scholarship program for the students 
in Turkey.  Last year we helped 14 
students. This year we hope to do 
better. 

We recently started a new 
program to furnish the elementary 
school with Laptop computers.  Our 
message started to give positive 
results and we are starting to receive 
contributions for this purpose.  We 
hope the students will begin using 
these computers in the Fall 99 term. 

Jacques Botton (GSUSA 
treasurer) initiated the idea of 
establishing a sister school in the 
USA.  He is in touch with Prof. Dr. 
Erdogan Tezic to work on this 
initiative. 

This year we will be renovating 
one more classroom. 

We are working as hard as we 
can to motivate all our members and 
put forward our best effort to utilize 
their donations the best way we can 

to help our little brothers.  As always 
your ideas and your input are 
welcomed.  Please get involved. We 
need you and your ideas. 

It is spring time again.  I will be 
away in Turkey most of May and 
June.  In my absence all mail coming 
to GSUSA will be automatically 
forwarded to Jacques Botton, as well 
a s  a l l  e - m a i l  s e n t  t o 
president@galatasaray-usa.com.  E-
m a i l  s e n t  t o  my  a d d r e s s 
turgutk@erols.com will be answered 
only after July.01.99. 

I would like to finish with an 
expression of my gratitude to Nerime 
Demren and her husband Alp, in 
organizing one of the best Pilav’s I 
have ever attended.

We thank him for his quality 
video recording of  Pilav ’98 in 
NYC, and  for providing us  with a  
rare  documentary of  the old school 
in Beyo÷lu, a Video made in 1981, 
to coincide  with the very first 

meeting of  GSUSA in New York 
City, the same year. 
             Du r i ng t o day ’ s  ge t 
together, it  is indeed such a joy to 
be surrounded by our schoolmates 
of yesteryears.  For me, it certainly 
is most gratifying to see some lady 
graduates among us.  In my days, I 
don ‘t think there was even a 
female nurse in the school’s  
infirmary, let alone any female 
students around. Glad to have you 
with us, Lady graduates, Nerime 
and Leyla. 
             Regardless of gender, we 
have all shared in unison, our 
traditional Pilavs  in the past. The 
word Pilav and its concept have  
become for us a distinct  symbol, 
truly characterizing our common 
ideology,  solidarity, love, and 
respect  toward G.S, and  its 
graduates.  This wonderful 
gathering today, gives us a splendid 
opportunity to meet our old friends 
and  reminisce a great many happy 
memories with them. It also affords 
us every year,  the distinct pleasure 
of witnessing the bestowal of a 
commemorat ive Plaque o f 
Recognition,  upon those who have 
attained the 50th anniversary of their 
graduation.  Today, two of our 
distinguished fellow graduates were 
schedu led  to  be honored 
ceremoniously, as they had  reached 
that magic milestone.  They are 
Nuri Akkoç and Münir Turunç. We 
would have liked to have seen them 
among us. Unfortunately they could 
not be here today.  Nevertheless, 
they shall be inducted, in absentia, 
into the G.S. HALL OF FAME, 
soon.  

             Everyone of us, treasures 
privately deep sentiments of gratitude 
toward G.S.  We dedicate these two 
great days  as  ‘Days of Thanksgiving’ 
to our esteemed G.S. Lisesi.  WE  
HAIL  YOU,  G.S., our fabulous 
INSTITUTION  OF  LEARNING, our 
devoted CULTIVATOR  AND 
BUILDER OF CHARACTER, the 
source, where we all acquired a 
prodigious wealth of knowledge. 
             Next year, my Class of  1936, 
with only a few of  us  remaining , will 
gather for a nostalgic reunion in 
Istanbul.  We shall celebrate the 65th 
anniversary of our graduation.   
Yes, since 1936 many years have 
passed by. Looking back, the grads of 
’36 feel antiquated, but proud. We lived 
through numerous events. The  World 
Wars  I and  II. Also our own War of 
Independence, and several localized 
conflicts, to name a few.  
We were there to witness the 
P R O C L A M A T I O N  O F  T H E 
REPUBLIC, and the transitions from 
the periods of  SULTANATE  to 
CALIFATE.   

From the top of one of 
Istanbul’s hills, overlooking the harbor, 
we watched with tears of joy, the 
solemn withdrawal of the foreign 
occupational forces from our land.   
They embarked their troops, guns into 
their ships, they left, following  an 
impressive ceremony, in which they 
paid homage to the Turkish  nation.  As 
their vessels  sailed   toward the Sea of 
Marmara,  leav ing behind the 
picturesque KIZ KULESI on the 
horizon.  We  gazed  across the limpid 
waters of the Bosphorus, anticipating 
the imminent arrival of  our  victorious 
“Mehmetciks” from Anatolia. 
             Some time later, in 1928,  we 
discarded our red Fezes, our Arabic 
script and adopted the western head 
gear and the Latin alphabet.  We were 
there when ‘tamburcu’ Ahmed A÷a and 
his traditional drums were silenced and 
dethroned . A ‘cacophony’ of ringing 
bells took their place. We disliked it.  

We objected to it. We rebelled 
against it, and demonstrated 
vociferously, as it was never 
experienced before, in the annals of 
the school’s long history. But  to no 
avail.  

Above a l l ,  the mos t 
unforgettable, the most heart-stirring, 
exciting event was the one which 
took place on the 2nd day of 
December, 1933 – It was  a special 
day in the history of Galatasaray. On 
that extraordinary, memorable day 
we observed for the very first time- 
the full wide opening of that huge 
Iron Gate which stood  in front of the 
school. This was done  in order to 
accommodate the sensational entry of 
Ataturk’s motorcade, surrounded by 
roaring motorcycles.  On that historic 
day, our glorious leader came to see 
our school and visited  classrooms, 
and asked  questions.  Being 
physically so close to him, his 
presence suddenly propelled a 
powerful electrifying force within us.  
That stimulus intensified  further, our 
already overflowing, profound 
admiration for this patriotic soldier, 
great statesman, and a keenly 
perceptive leader. We marveled, with 
deep fervor, at his penetrating blue 
eyes- those inquisit ive eyes 
captivated us all. 
             Years earlier, at a very young 
age, I  had  realized, the need for me, 
to get a decent education - a thing I 
wanted so dearly. I knew it would 
only be  possible by my own 
initiative and efforts, since my father 
had already declared  bankruptcy. 
Therefore, the only option  left open 
to me  was,  to  succeed in taking  a 
competitive exam to qualify for 
admittance as a  ‘Leyli Meccani’ 
student. This meant for me, receiving 
an all-expense paid scholarship. So I 
tried hard, I won the exam, and was 
lucky enough to be admitted to G.S. 
in 1925. 

The students who were

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known as “ Meccanis”,  were issued, 
gratis, footwear, a  pair of pants, a 
jacket  and a cap (a casquette), both 
bearing the insignia Gayin-Sin, later 
on, they became  G.S, obviously. 
The  “Meccani” students  were thus 
easily identifiable.  It must be 
realized that in this scenario the 
majority of the students were the 
sons of affluent parents, including 
those of privileged high ranking 
government officials. 

It is a fact  that, during 
adolescence, boys and girls can often 
be unkind, and even cruel to each 
other. Let me humbly and gratefully 
tell you, Ladies and Gentlemen, that  
there was never, ever any act, gesture 
or even an  insinuation  by any of 
these wealthy boys to attempt to 
bully, belittle, disparage, ridicule, or 
otherwise intimidate the poorer 
“Meccani” boys.  We all shared our 
famous Pilav and enjoyed it  
together, in harmony and on equal 
terms.  Such magnanimity, 
magni f icence are the viv id 
illustrations of the SPIRIT OF 
GALATASARAY, implementing 
with respect the noble principles  of  
Human Rights, Human Values.  
             Throughout the years, the 
class of ‘36 - no doubt like others - 
developed with deep affection a 
cordial relationship with several 
fellow students from distant foreign 
lands.  They had come over to our 
country  because they, too, wanted to 
be enriched by the benefits offered 
by our school Galatasaray.  We had 
in our classes :  Togo, from Japan, 
Hayrullah, from Finland, Ilhan, from 
Tashkent, Uzbekistan, Mahammed, 
from Egypt, Gazali,  from Tunisia.  
They were welcomed, with open 
arms, to our close-knit fraternity, into 
our G.S. family. This is another 
illustration of our compassionate 
love and care towards  others. 
             We, the G.S.lilar are deeply 
indebted to our Alma Mater, where 

we received an unparalleled, second to 
none, quality education, which 
crowned us with an unprecedented 
wealth of  knowledge and character, 
inherited from our illustrious Lycee as  
the fruition of  its  dedicated 
endeavors. They  developed us, and  
made from each and every one of us, 
an  academically competent graduate, 
adorned with an  outstanding 
personality.  Thus G.S. prepared us 
adequately to advance forward, with 
ease,  through the avenues of 
opportunity, leading us  all to success.  
Those who need  proof, just have to 
look around,  What  will they witness?  
They’ll be  surrounded by  none other 
than a slue of  prominent individuals, 
such as: Diplomats, renowned 
scientists, engineers, architects, 
pr o f i c i e n t  me d i c a l  d o c t o r s , 
accomplished lawyers, professors, 
competent writers, columnists, 
dexterous researchers, and so on. You 
can find us anywhere, from 
Johannesburg in South  Africa to  
Inuivik in the Canadian Arctic Circle. 
Whether it be North-South-East-West, 
or  in between, the members of our 
fraternity have achieved unequaled 
success and respect,  internationally, 
as well.   

Speaking of respect, it is 
gratifying to see Milly Aktar, the 
widow of late Atif Aktar, being 
deservedly chosen as an honorary 
GSUSA member for life. As you well 
know, her late husband,  Atif was the 
founder and the first President of 
GSUSA. We are morally indebted to 
him  for his dedication and zeal,  in 
bringing GSUSA from a dream, to a 
prestigious reality.  As beneficiaries of 
his outstanding achievements, it 
behooves us,  to posthumously 
immortalize Atif Aktar, to the highest 
possible  ranking order in recognition 
of his extraordinary contributions to 
GSUSA.  I hope for a speedy 
materialization of this wistful 
recommendation. 
             Now, let’s talk about an issue, 

one that is NOT so comforting at this 
time.  It is difficult to  understand  the 
rationale in this painful situation.  
There is no correlation between what 
is being experienced and the of virtues 
of compassion and gratitude with 
which the members are endowed.  No 
doubt you have noticed in recent 
GSUSA Newsletters our President’s 
lamentable appeals in soliciting 
contributions to meet the school’s 
urgent requirements and the need to 
raise money  in  GSUSA’s scholarship 
fund. drives. 

I gratefully praise Turgut and 
his associates, for their commendable 
undertaking in this respect.  But I 
abhor the unpleasant predicament in 
which they f ind themselves.  
Obviously, the membership’s  luke-
warm response has placed Turgut and 
his associates  into an untenable 
position.  I  respectfully urge our 
fellow members to be generous when 
they  donate  their money and time.  
We should, point out, however, that 
not all  attempts were  a  total failure 
in this venture. On the contrary, 
several  people have already 
contributed  generously.  To those 
‘kind-hearted’ individuals  we extend 
our thanks.  As for the others, we feel 
confident, that  the latters’ exemplary  
actions will compel them to contribute 
eventually to make it possible to help 
meet  the rudimentary expenses, of our 
school and  strengthen  the 
Scholarship Programs  run by the 
GSUSA.  

T h e  c o m m e n t s  a n d 
suggestions presented  to you today, 
by this aging gentleman, are based on 
common feelings, true affections  and 
genuine devotion,  that  all of us, 
treasure in our hearts, when it comes 
to Galatasaray.   I’d like to be 
confident, nevertheless, that you all 
agree, with  the remarks this old 
fellow put forth before you, today. 
They  were intended to be constructive 
and made in good faith.  I do hope that 
this talk of mine, has  sufficiently

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reflected our  dedication for  the 
support of all objectives designed  
to achieve the continual progress 
and the  betterment of our dear Lise. 
We must diligently maintain a 
desire to give a little something 
back  to our school, in return to, 
what it has long given us, so 
generously, in the past.
